
STORYTELLING:

Activities prepared by teachers after having worked with the following stories:

· The Three Billy Goat Gruff

· Stone Soup

· Halloween Party

· Where is My Baby?

STORY 1: “THE THREE BILLY GOAT GRUFF”

PREREADING ACTIVITIES:
1.- Teachers show the students Picture of Farm Animals (goats, cows, pigs, hens, etc) to work on vocabulary.

2.- Prediction of the story: teachers show the students a picture of an ogre, a pond, a tree, a gota and a bridge. With all this, students have to predict what the story is all about.

3.- Prediction of the title, colours, title

· What animals can you see?

· Where are they?

· What color are the characters?

4.- A game: Clippety, clippety, clop

Children line up. Two of them are chosen to make a bridge using their arms. The rest of the group passes under the bridge. When the last student passes, “the bridge students” catch him and say: .

·  You can’t cross my bridge. Clipety, clippety, clop. Now stop.
5.- Looking at the cover of the story, the students have to predict what it is about.

6.- Students complete a photocopy with the members of the family.

7.-Students match a word (troll, goat, grass, bridge) with the picture.
WHILE READING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Students are given Picture of the main characters. They are divided in groups of four, each group is given a set of cards. While the children listen to the story, they will have to put the story in order of appearance. Then, together with the teacher, the students wills check the activity on the board.

2.-First reading: the story is read page alter page while the students look at the pictures.

     Second reading: while the  teacher reads the story, she/he asks questions to check understanding.  

The students can also predict the ending of the story.

3.- Encourage students to repeat the sounds while reading.

4.- Questions from the pictures:

· What can you see?

· How many gotas can you see?

· What are they wearing?

· What is the weather like?

· Are they happy?

· What is gong to happen on the next page?

AFTER READING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Each group thinks of a different ending for the story. Then they share it with the rest of the class.

2.- Students role play a part of the story and make a picture of their favourite character..

3.- Students are given fotocopies from the story and they  have to put it in order.

4.- Students complete and color the missing members of the family.

STORY  2- “STONE SOUP”
PREREADIND ACTIVITIES:

1.- Students will be shown a stone and show flashcards of the different characters. Then they will be asked to predict what the story is all about.

2.- Game: Hangman with food vocabulary.

3.- Students have to match Picture of vegetables with the corresponding labels.

4.-Game: vegetable bingo

5.- Students have to predict the sequence of the story with pictures.

WHILE READING ACTIVITIES

1.- When the teacher ges to the climax of the story, she will ask students questions about the ending of it.

2.-Students have to check whether the sequence predicted is right OR not.

AFTER READING ACTIVITIES
1.- Students have to prepare anothe recipe with the same stone.

2.-Students have to dramatize the story.

3.- Students have to remorder the given Picture according to the sequence.

4.- Students have to describe the characters.

STORY 3: “HALLOWEEN PARTY”

PREREADING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Song: “Head and Shoulders”

2.- Guessing Game: students have to guess a part of the body drawn on the blackboard.

3.- Students will be asked if they are afraid of ghosts, if they like Fancy dress parties, what they know about Halloween, etc in their native language.

4.- Teachers will paste three signs on the blackboard

CHRISTMAS                              HALLOWEEN                              EASTER

And they will play different sounds related to the different celebrations ( thrilling sounds, an owl’s cry, etc) and the students will have to helicita which celebración the sound corresponds to.

5.- Teachers will paste different Picture on the blackboard (ghost, witch, pumpkin, etc) for students to discover which of them are gong to appear in the story.

6.- Ask students questions about what they see to predict what the story is all about.

· What can you see?

· Where are they?

· What are they doing?

· Is the ghost happy?
“WHIE READING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Teachers will provide the students fotocopies of the outline of a ghost. Students listen to the story and draw the parts of the body. Then, they have to check with the book of the photocpy of the story.

2.-The class is divided into groups of six. Each group is given a part of the story. As the teacher reads the story, the group identifies the part of the story that is being read. A student from the group pastes the story on the blackboard.

AFTER READING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Draw a different ending to the story.

2.- In pairs, act out the story.

3.-Draw and describe your own ghost.

4.- Picture Dictation: a student describes his/her ghost and the other student draws it. Then a student checks his/her produción wth his/her mate.

5.- TRUE OR FALSE:

· It’s a birthday party.

· The ghost has got 4 legs.

· The ghost has got big blck eyes.

· The skeleton is scared.

6.- One student shows the ghost he has drawn and the other acts out as in the story. “Wow! Big red eyes!”

STORY 4: “WHERE IS MY BABY?”

PREREADING ACTIVITIES:
PREREADING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Students answer  the following questions on the story:

· What is her problem?

· Where is her baby?

· Where is she?

· Is she happy?

· Who is she?

· What color is Mrs Monster?

· How many eyes has she got?

2.- Prediction: students have to predict a title for the story:

· My baby is sick.

· Where is my baby?

· The police has got my baby.

3.- Picture Dictation: Make a picture of a monster and color him accoding to the instructions.

4.- Game with fashcards: match the opposites (adjectives)

5.- Teachers select three different songs fot students to choose the ONE that represents the story according to the characters from the book. Then they have to predict what the story is about.

WHILE READING ACTIVITIES:

1.- Answer the questions while reading the story:

· What color are the babies?

· How many noses and toes does the baby have?

· Are the babies nice or ugly?

· Did she find her baby?

· Is she happy now?

· Is the baby a monster too?

2.- Teachers stop telling the story and the students will have to predict how it ends and describe the baby monster. After exchanging their descriptions, students listen to the end of the story.

3.- Teachers give the students a sheet of paper and they have to imagine what the baby monster is like.

4.- TRUE OR FALSE

· Rick has got tour eyes

· Rick is green.

· Rick is bald.

· Rick is not happy.

· Rick has got ten toes.

· Rick is not hairy.

· Rick has got big ears.

5.- READ AND MATCH

· The green monster                                   has got a paciffier.

· The red monster                                       has got big ears.

· The yellow monster                                   has got a big mouth.

· The pink monster                                      has got tour eyes.

· The hairy monster                                     has got a tail.

6.- Teachers cover the bubbles of the story to make students predict about the coming scenes.

AFTER READING ACTIVITIES:
1.-  Students make a picture of the first part of the story when she can’t find the baby and when she fináis finds him.

2.- Act the story out.

3.- Give the students fotocopies with the drawing of Mrs Monster/the baby and ask them to complete the them.

4.- Students have to draw a picture of the monster as the teacher dictates. Then, the students stick the drawings around the class.

5.- Complete sentencies about the baby.

5.- Students compare the monsters they have drawn with the baby monster and talk about the differences and similarities.

6.- Students have to describe Rick. They have the previos activities as a reference.

7.-- Students draw their ideal baby monster and label him using adjetives and parts of the body. 

8.- Act out the story and make masks of a monster.

9.- Make finger puppets with paper bags and act out the favourite part of the story.
